3. IC is responsible for obtaining or assuring appropriate instructional materials and media are available prior to the instructional event. All SMU classrooms are equipped with audio visual equipment.
4. SMU reserves the right to terminate this agreement (a) with at least 5 calendar days prior notice to IC or (b) immediately if IC or SMU for any reason fails to comply with terms of this agreement.  In these cases, SMU’s obligations, under this Agreement, shall immediately cease.
5. SMU does not provide supplies, training, or any means to insure job performance nor does SMU require the IC to work exclusively for SMU.
6. Limitation of Liability. IN NO EVENT, SHALL EITHER PARTY BE LIABLE TO THE OTHER PARTY FOR ANY SPECIAL, INCIDENTAL OR CONSEQUENTIAL DAMAGES ARISING OUT OF OR RELATING TO THIS AGREEMENT OR THE SUBJECT MATTER HEREOF, HOWEVER CAUSED AND WHETHER SUCH CLAIM IS BASED IN CONTRACT, TORT (INCLUDING NEGLIGENCE AND STRICT LIABILITY) OR OTHERWISE, EVEN IF AN AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE OF EITHER PARTY WAS ADVISED OF THE POSSIBILITY OF SUCH DAMAGES. 
7. This is a non-paid event, and any and all expenses, related to this speaking engagement, are the responsibility of the SPEAKER.
8. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the State of California.
